Clever Bins are solar powered dual function street litter bins, aimed at increasing bin usage and reducing litter on our streets. 
Clever Bins feature state of the art technology encased in a street approved weather and vandal resistant outdoor recycling or litter bin. Clever Bins are responsible for cleaning their bins as often as daily or weekly, in order to keep them presentable and in pristine condition. 

Funded through advertising revenue, the bins are provided to local authorities free of charge.

The Public Perception Study

Keep Britain Tidy is carrying out a public perception study to investigate the impact Clever Bins may have on the public’s littering behaviour.

As part of the study, Keep Britain Tidy is appealing for local authority partners to help gather information and evidence on the impact of Clever Bins in the street scene environment, in particular the amount of litter in town and city centres in England.

As a partner for the study, 15 Clever Bins will be installed in high footfall locations within your local authority area. Over a three-month period, Keep Britain Tidy will conduct market research (in the form of observational audits, vox pops and ‘exit’ surveys as people leave the area where a bin has been installed) in your area to assess the impact of the bins on littering and bin use.

To assist with the research, local authority partners will be required to carry out on the ground monitoring at three stages during the trial to help assess whether the bins have changed littering behaviour. The monitoring will be carried out before the bins are installed, midway through the study and at the end of the three month period. 

The bins, which will remain in place for a period of up to a year, will be maintained and kept clean by Clever Bins. 

Once the trial has ended, the bins will remain in place for a total period of up to a year.

Key Criteria for Applicants

Applications will be judged against the following criteria.

1. Partner local authorities must have a sufficient number of high footfall for the bins to be placed. 

2. Partners must be confident of gaining planning permission for the installation of the bins. If there are any problems with this, the applicant will not be considered further.

3. The trial period is three months however the Clever Bins must remain in place for a period of up to a year. If this is not feasible, the application will not be considered.

4. Applicants must be able to carry out monitoring before the bins are installed, during the trial period and once the trial has ended.
